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Act (1994:118) concerning inspections in accordance with the United Nations Convention on the Prohibition of the Development, Production, Stockpiling and Use of Chemical Weapons and on their Destruction

Section 1

This Act applies to inspections referred to in the United Nations Convention on the Prohibition of the Development, Production, Stockpiling and Use of Chemical Weapons and on their Destruction.

Section 2

If an installation in Sweden is to be inspected, the Government is to take the decisions that are required to enable inspection to be carried out. The Government shall specify the measures which may be taken in connection with the inspection and appoint an authority which is assigned to be present at the inspection and to assist the international inspection team.

Section 3

Prior to a decision by the Government regarding an inspection, entities that may be affected by such an inspection are to be given an opportunity to express their views if this can be achieved within the time available. Such an opportunity need not be granted if there is a risk that this might seriously hinder the implementation of the inspection or if there are other special reasons for forgoing the expression of such views.

Section 4

If it complies with the undertakings made by Sweden in accordance with the Convention, an inspection may include:

   1. the granting of access to an international inspection team accompanied by observers and representatives of a Swedish authority to an are, building, factory or any other facility under Swedish jurisdiction,

   2. the stopping and inspection of goods traffic from the facility under Swedish jurisdiction,

   3. the taking of samples from property which is subject to inspection,

   4. the permission for the inspection team to bring in and use measuring equipment and other technical equipment to collect and record information.

An inspection may not include access to premises that constitute a private dwelling.

Section 5

The authority appointed by the Government to attend the inspection may decide on matters which involve implementation of Government decisions. However, such matters must be referred to the Government if the international inspection team so requires or if the question is of special importance in some other respect. If there is a question that involves the right of any private individual, it must be referred to the Government if the individual so requests.

Police authorities must provide the assistance required to implement decisions in accordance with this Act.

Section 6

In the application of this Act, special note shall be taken of the need to protect information which is of importance for national security or which is confidential or secret for an undertaking or company.
